MINUTES

REGULAR MEETING OF HAMPTON TOWNSHIP COUNCIL

WEDNESDAY, JUNE 22, 2016

President Son called to order the Regular Meeting of Hampton Township Council at 7:30 pm in
the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building located at 3101 McCully Road, Allison Park,
Pennsylvania.

Those present: V. Son, President; R. Dunlap, P. Russ, Members; J. Speakman, Controller; V.
Tucceri, Legal Counsel; W.C. Lochner, Municipal Manager.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Mr. Son noted that Council cannot vote on the minutes for the meetings held on June 8, 2016
because there are not enough members present who were in attendance for those meetings.

Mr. Dunlap moved for the approval of the minutes for the Reqgular Meeting held May 25,
2016. Mr. Russ seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

CITIZEN AGENDA MATTERS

Al Werling of Talley Cavey Road questioned if grading is occurring at the Guardian Storage site
along the top of the hill near the right-of-way for the Sun Oil pipeline. Mr. Lochner did not know
the specific limit of disturbance offhand but he did state that they have received approval of their
land development application, and an Earth Disturbance Permit for the grading work. Mr. Werling
expressed concern regarding the location of a firepit over top of the pipeline and he questioned if
there will be a fence surrounding the property. He stated that this could create an area for people
to party by the firepit that is over the pipeline. Mr. Lochner replied that the extent of the site being
used will most likely preclude the situation that Mr. Werling described. He agreed that the
Township can monitor the Guardian site regarding Mr. Werling’s concerns. Mr. Werling asserted
that he has brought this up previously but the partying still occurs. He also expressed his desire to
see an overhead projection of any plans that are associated with upcoming land development
applications. He stated that this was normal practice in the past. Mr. Son pointed out that there
are three monitors in the Council room that are used to display any presentations or plans that are
being reviewed.

Mr. Werling described a recent occurrence in which he was awoken in the middle of the night by
a large truck traveling along Wildwood Extension and using a Jake brake. He questioned why the
Township has not enacted ordinance regarding compression bakes. Ms. Bernet provided a history
of the Township’s attempts to have signage displayed on several State owned roads that reads “No
Jake Brakes.” She reported that none of the roads requested have met the criteria to have such
signs displayed. Mr. Lochner added that the Township cannot control the signage posted on State
owned roadways. Mr. Werling asserted that he has seen trucks on School Drive using a Jake brake.
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PROCLAMATION HONORING CAROL C. NOVER

Mr. Son commented that Carol Nover has been teaching dance classes through Hampton Township
for over 35 years and is a very important part of the community. Mr. Son read the proclamation
aloud, which designates June 22, 2016 as Carol Nover Day, and presented it to Ms. Nover. Ms.
Nover thanked the members of Council and Township staff for their support and stated that it has
been a pleasure to teach dance to hundreds of children over the years. She provided a brief history
of her time with the Township and expressed pride to be receiving this proclamation in the same
room where she first began teaching dance lessons 35 years ago.

RENEWAL OF THE HAMPTON LIBRARY AGREEMENT

Mr. Son remarked that everything is status quo with regard to the previous agreement.

Mr. Russ moved for the renewal of the Hampton Library agreement, dated June 22, 2016,
between the Township and the Hampton Community Library. Mr. Dunlap seconded the
motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

TABLING OF THE PA TURNPIKE AGREEMENT REGARDING BEN HERR STREET

Mr. Son noted that there are still several issues with this agreement that the Township is working
with PA Turnpike Commission to resolve. As such, he asked that Council table this item for the
time being.

Mr. Dunlap moved to table the PA Turnpike agreement regarding Ben Herr Street. Mr.
Russ seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

AUTHORIZATION TO PURSUE THE F.I.T.E.S. BUILDING ROOF REPLACEMENT
UNDER THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS BUDGET

Mr. Son stated that, as per the memo from Mr. Corace, the low bidder is A.F. Biernesser Roofing
for a total cost of $17,548.

Mr. Dunlap moved for the award of the contract for the F.I1.T.E.S. Building roof replacement
to A.F. Biernesser Roofing, in an amount not to exceed $17,548, as per the memo from Mr.
Corace (a copy of which has been included as a part of these minutes). Mr. Russ seconded
the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

AUTHORIZATION TO PURSUE THE F.I.T.E.S. BUILDING FLOOR REPLACEMENT
UNDER THE CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS BUDGET

Mr. Speakman noted that he had previously expressed concern regarding the funding for this
project, since it was not included in the Capital Improvements Budget. He discussed a proposal
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from Mr. Degnan to use the Sewer Capital Fund as an alternative financial source; however, he
stated that neither of these accounts are appropriate funding sources for this project. He suggested
that this item be handled under the General Fund Budget for 2017. Mr. Degnan withdrew his
request to use the Sewer Capital Fund for this project. Mr. Russ discussed with Mr. Son and Mr.
Lochner the reasons why the flooring replacement is not considered a Capital Improvements item.
Mr. Speakman and Mr. Russ discussed the appropriate funding account for this item in the 2017
Budget.

NORTH HILLS COUNCIL OF GOVERNMENTS MONTHLY REPORT

Mr. Lochner updated Council as to a new development in the TMDL on the Pine Creek watershed,
which is handled through the NHCOG. He provided a history of the group that performed the
testing that initiated the TMDL. Mr. Lochner noted that he was recently informed via email that
this group has completed additional testing unbeknownst to the Township. He discussed the results
of this testing, in which large amounts of chlorine were reportedly found in water and wells
adjacent to the Pine Creek watershed. He stated that the Township was not notified of the testing
or included in the gathering of samples, so the results cannot be verified by Township employees.
These results have been reported to the Pine Creek Environmental Council; however, Mr. Lochner
pointed out that the testing was not based on appropriate criteria and it was conducted by
individuals who are not certified. He expected the Township to challenge any amendment to the
TMDL based on these test results. He expressed frustration that the Township was not involved
with, or notified of, this testing in any way. A short discussion followed regarding this matter.
Mr. Russ asked that Mr. Lochner keep Council updated on this situation.

WATER AUTHORITY MONTHLY REPORT

A copy of the Water Authority monthly report was included as a part of Council’s agenda packet.
Mr. Son and Mr. Dunlap discussed the status of the work by the HSWA on Mt. Royal Blvd.

ENGINEER’S MONTHLY REPORT - GATEWAY

A copy of the engineer’s monthly report from Gateway was included as a part of Council’s agenda
packet.

LEGAL COUNSEL MONTHLY REPORT

A copy of the legal counsel monthly report was included as a part of Council’s agenda packet.

CONTROLLER’S/MANAGER’S MONTHLY REPORT

Mr. Speakman had nothing to add to the monthly report.
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ENACTMENT OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING AND RESTATING THE POLICE
HIRING AND PROMOTION ORDINANCE

Mr. Son remarked that this ordinance has been vetted by Council and the solicitor’s office.

Mr. Dunlap moved for the enactment of Ordinance No. 783, amending and restating the
Police Hiring and Promotion Ordinance. Mr. Russ seconded the motion and a roll call vote
was unanimously in favor.

AUTHORIZATION TO BEGIN THE PROCESS FOR PROMOTION OF A NEW
SERGEANT

Mr. Russ moved for the authorization to begin the process for the promotion of a new
sergeant with the Hampton Township Police Department. Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion
and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

PUBLIC SAFETY MONTHLY REPORT

A copy of the Public Safety monthly report was included as a part of Council’s agenda packet.

ACTION REGARDING PROPOSALS RECEIVED FOR YOUTH DANCE
INSTRUCTION CONTRACTED SERVICES PROVIDER

Mr. Zarenko stated that one contract was returned following the request for proposals for this
position. Mr. Zarenko reported that both he and the Programs Director Bill Ryder are
recommending that the contract be awarded to Dance Unleashed. Mr. Zarenko provided a
summary of the Dance Unleashed business and noted that the business owner would like to expand
the Township’s current dance class offerings to include new classes such as contemporary, lyrical,
and hip hop. Mr. Zarenko reviewed the specifics of the contract and noted that the program will
run from September through May, as was the case with the previous dance program. He added
that the contract would be for 2016, with an option for the Township to extend it for an additional
two years. Mr. Dunlap and Mr. Zarenko discussed the financial arrangements under this
agreement. Mr. Zarenko stated that this contract will be at no cost to the Township.

Mr. Russ moved for the approval of a one-year agreement, with two additional one-year
options that may be utilized by the Township, with Dance Unleashed as the youth dance
instruction contracted services provider for a sum of $2,500 per month plus $3 per patron
per month. Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

Following the vote, Mr. Russ and Mr. Zarenko discussed the arrangements for future dance
recitals.
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COMMUNITY SERVICES MONTHLY REPORT

A copy of the Community Services monthly report was included as a part of Council’s agenda
packet.

Mr. Zarenko added that the Township’s annual July 3™ event is coming up. He reviewed the
attractions that will be offered at this event, noting that there will be a grand opening for the new
playground equipment at 3:00 pm.

ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES MONTHLY REPORT

A copy of the Environmental Services monthly report was included as a part of Council’s agenda
packet.

In addition to the monthly report, Mr. Degnan updated Council regarding a problem with the
removal of sludge from the Water Pollution Control Plant. He commented that DES employees
are doing everything they can to fix this problem as soon as possible. He hoped that the problem
would be fully resolved by Friday, June 24, 2016.

O’REILLY AUTOMOTIVE REVISED SITE PLAN (16-04)

The applicant, O'Reilly Automotive Stores, Inc., is proposing to develop the lot located at 5044
Route 8 to allow for the construction of an 11,306 square foot automotive parts retail store in an
HC zoning district. The applicant has granted an extension to the Township through July 30, 2016.

Mr. Russ moved to table the O’Reilly Automotive Revised Site Plan (16-04) through July 30,
2016. Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

FREEMORE SIMPLE SUBDIVISION (16-06)

The applicant is proposing to subdivide an existing lot containing a single-family dwelling in an
RB zoning district.

Mr. Orban presented a brief summary of this application and stated that all of the engineering items
have been resolved. He remarked that Township staff, engineers, and the Planning Commission
are all recommending approval of this application with conditions.

Mr. Dunlap moved for the approval of the Freemore Simple Subdivision (16-06) subject to
the conditions listed in the memo from Mr. Orban dated June 22, 2016 (a copy of which has
been included as a part of these minutes). Mr. Russ seconded the motion and a roll call vote
was unanimously in favor.
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UHL CONTRACTOR’S STORAGE YARD CONDITIONAL USE (16-07)

The applicant is seeking approval to locate a contractor's storage yard located at 4537 Wildwood
Sample Road in a Light Industrial Zoning District. Contractor storage yards are a conditional use
in a light industrial zoning district and must be granted by Township Council. The applicant has
granted an extension to the Township through July 31, 2016.

Mr. Russ moved to table the Uhl Contractor’s Storage Yard Conditional Use (16-07) through
July 31, 2016. Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in
favor.

UHL CONTRACTOR’S STORAGE YARD SITE PLAN (16-08)

The applicant is proposing to construct a paved parking and storage pad to support a contractor's
storage yard and future 10,000 square foot building on a 15.5-acre Wildwood Sample Road site
previously used for residential purposes. The existing non-conforming single story barn will
remain as part of the storage yard use. The applicant is also proposing to use the existing
residential structure as a rental unit. The applicant has granted an extension to the Township
through July 31, 2016.

Mr. Russ moved to table the Uhl Contractor’s Storage Yard Site Plan (16-08) through July
31, 2016. Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

HAMPTON SHOPPES/STARBUCKS CONDITIONAL USES (16-09)

The applicant is seeking approval to construct a 2,000 square foot coffee shop building with a
drive-through service in the southeast corner of a parcel located at Oxford Blvd. & Route 8.
Multiple businesses and drive-through services are conditional uses in a Highway Commercial
zoning district and must be granted by Township Council. The applicant has granted an extension
to the Township through July 31, 2016.

Mr. Russ moved to table the Hampton Shoppes/Starbucks Conditional Uses (16-09) through
July 31, 2016. Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in
favor.

HAMPTON SHOPPES/STARBUCKS REVISED SITE PLAN (16-10)

The applicant, Sirera Properties, L.P., is proposing to construct an additional 2,000 square foot
building on their lot located at the corner of Route 8 and Oxford Blvd. Current parking and other
zoning requirements must be met when additional structures are erected in a Highway Commercial
Zoning District. The applicant has granted an extension to the Township through July 31, 2016.

HAMPTON PLAZA REVISED SITE PLAN AND LOT CONSOLIDATION (16-11)

The applicant, Rt. 8 Holding Company, Inc., is proposing to consolidate two adjacent lots and
construct a new entrance along with additional parking at 4700 Route 8 in an HC zoning district.
The applicant has granted an extension to the Township through July 31, 2016.

Mr. Russ moved to table the Hampton Plaza Revised Site Plan (16-11) through July 31, 2016.
Mr. Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

REFERRALS

Mr. Russ moved for the referral of Goeller-Lakewood Simple Subdivision (16-13). Mr.
Dunlap seconded the motion and a roll call vote was unanimously in favor.

ZONING AND PLANNING MONTHLY REPORT

A copy of the Zoning and Planning monthly report was included as a part of Council’s agenda
packet.

OLD BUSINESS

Mr. Lochner informed Council of the grand opening date and time for the new playground
equipment in the Hampton Community Park. He invited the members of Council to attend the
grand opening ceremony. Mr. Lochner reviewed the status of the installation of this equipment
and gave a timeline for the remainder of this project.

Mr. Dunlap and Mr. Lochner briefly discussed the status of PennDOT’s emergency repairs to
Wildwood Road.

NEW BUSINESS

Mr. Son reported that he will be attending the groundbreaking for the new UPMC medical office
building on Tuesday, June 28, 2016.
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There being no further items for discussion, Mr. Son adjourned the Regular Meeting at 8:12
pm.
